Art Classes @ COCA

COCA Gallery continues to offer our popular general practice art classes every term of the school year. These classes cater for students from 5 - 13 years and cover a broad range of art practices. 

Each term the classes are structured around a specific theme. Within the central theme, subject matter becomes more involved and diverse depending on the age and experience level and fresh activities are provided each term. Our classes are limited to 12 students to ensure that each student receives individual tuition from the tutor. The classes run in conjunction with the school terms and the course fees cover all materials and morning/afternoon tea.

The art tutor for these classes, Melanie Riley, is a qualified art teacher with experience in primary and secondary schools.  Her special interest is printmaking.

CARTOON DRAWING  

This 8 week term class focuses on helping students develop their drawing skills using an art medium that they enjoy and can relate to – cartoons.  Students learn a variety of drawing techniques and practice skills that will assist them with more traditional visual art forms, like painting, graphic art, etc.  Students develop their ability to see and copy form and line, as well as learning about the various elements of cartoon drawing.  This class is suitable for all levels of ability.

Your tutor for Cartoon Drawing is Mark Henderson who has run children’s art classes and workshops at CoCA, Kidsfest and in Christchurch schools for the past 6 years.
