Information and Conditions of the Award
1.  Applicants must be a member of the Centre of Contemporary Art.
2.  The award will take the form of an economy class return air passage from Christchurch to the destination of their choice, with $1000 in travel and $1000 in accommodation.  Maximum Value - $2,000. The winner will be required to meet all other expenses.  Reservations for air flights and accommodation must be made 10 days before departure with Guthrey Travel.
3.  To be eligible, applicants must be a resident of Canterbury.  For the purpose of this regulation Canterbury is defined as the territory bounded by the Clarence and Waitaki Rivers.

4.  Applications from eligible persons must be received by the Director of the Centre of Contemporary Art, PO Box 772, Christchurch, no later than 5pm on Friday 26 March 2010. Three photocopies of the application for use by the Selection Committee are required.
5.  The Travel Award will be granted by the Trustees of the Canterbury Society of Arts Charitable Trust/COCA on the recommendation of a committee which shall consist of:
(a)  Warren Feeney, director of COCA
(b)  An invited judge. 
      No award may be made should the committee so resolve.
6.  The name of the recipient will be announced at the opening 6pm Tuesday 6 April 2010, and the successful applicant must undertake to visit and study in to the destination of their choice within a period of twelve months of the award being made or it will lapse.  The recipient will be notified by mail.
